 Must apply for financial aid 

 Must show proof of paid application/registration fee

Phoenix Fund Scholarship Packet including: 

 Proof of registration  (i.e. class schedule, fee receipt or letter from 
institution) 

 Address & telephone number of the institution of higher learning 
(please specify the department that the scholarship will be disbursed 
to, i.e. financial aid office, bursars office, business office etc.) 

 Students address and telephone number on campus 

 Submit a typed essay of 300-word essay on:  
 “How have the distractions of my past served as motivation to continue 

my education? 
Application must be postmarked by Friday, February 6th, 2015
